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2008/09 End of Year Stats 
 

A recent survey has shown that between the period of April 1st  2007 
and March 31st 2008 there were 5,998 crimes compared to the 
period of  1st April 2008 to 31st March 2009 where there  were 5,592 
crimes. That equates to a 7% reduction in all crime across the High 
Peak with 406 less incidents, which is good news. 
 
A prevailing issue is the problem of Criminal Damage, which 
currently accounts for 27.8% of all crime within the High Peak. The 
main problems are damage to vehicles and graffiti. 
 
Safer Neighbourhood Team’s have been patrolling criminal damage 
hotspots at key times and also encouraging residents, pubs and 
shops to report any damage they may witness. 

Operation Blue Gill 
 
High Peak Community Safety Partnership secured £30,000 of 
funding to reduce domestic burglaries in Fairfield, Gamesley and 
Tintwistle. The Operation has helped over 800 vulnerable residents 
within these areas. Selecta Mark DNA kits have been distributed to 
mark property and signage has also been erected in the 3 areas to 
deter criminals. 
 
Additionally there has been an improved Handy Van and Ready Call 
service to provide enhanced security to properties and alerting 
residents to the risks of leaving their homes insecure.

New Mills and Whaley Bridge Beat Sweep 

 

Due to the success of the Hadfield Beat Sweep that 
took place in November of last year, it was decided that 
other areas within the High Peak would benefit from a 
similar project. New Mills and Whaley Bridge have been 
the most recent to complete a week of activities and 
enforcement under the banner of the ‘Beat Sweep’.  
 

New Mills commenced on the 20th April until the 26th of April 2009.  
The New Mills and Hayfield team concentrated on various 
engagement activities, the intention to raise the profile of the New 
Mills Safer Neighbourhood Team. 
 

Pc Mckeown set up a community speed watch in which several local 
councillors have been out with the speed radar in an attempt also to 
reduce speed; a recurring problem raised by the people of New Mills 
and Hayfield. 
 
Three section 59 warnings were issued to people using their 
vehicles, namely motor bikes in a manner that caused annoyance. 
One of these individuals had had a previous warning and their 
motorbike was seized.  
 

School children from Whaley Bridge Primary School took part in an 
initiative to reduce the number of speeding motorists. When the 
police caught an individual speeding they were given the option of 
taking the fine or answering a number of questions devised by school 
children.  

 

A number of high visibility patrols took place in 
both New Mills and Whaley Bridge, to show a 
multi-agency presence within the community. It 
also gave reassurance to the community and 
enabled early intervention to prevent and 
enforce offences. 

 
 



Restorative Justice 
 

Restorative Justice gives victims the chance to tell offenders the real 
impact of their crime, to get answers to their questions and to receive 
an apology. It gives the offenders the chance to understand the real 
impact of what they’ve done and to do something to repair the harm. 
 
Restorative Justice brings the offender, victim and the community 
together to decide on a suitable reparation for a particular crime. 
The reason for bringing this kind of policing back into force is 
because certain individuals were being criminalised for behaviour 
that was predominantly low-level and could be dealt with in a more 
appropriate way.  
 
Examples of Restorative Justice include: 
 
•  getting offenders to remove graffiti and repair property they’ve 
 damaged. 
•  bringing shoplifters face to face with store managers to hear how 
 shop theft affects others. 
• getting offenders to write letters of apology.

Violent Crime Project 

 

The violent crime project commenced in October 2008 and ran until 
January 2009, it was designed to reduce alcohol related violent 
behavior and domestic violence. High visibility patrols took place to 
deter offences and create a safer environment. There was additional 
staffing at the CCTV centre to help identify any known offenders and 
catch incidents early before that develop into more serious problems. 
Glossop Women’s aid did a publicity campaign to raise awareness of 
their service and High Peak radio aired adverts about the 
consequences of violent crime. 
 
Overall there was a 40% reduction in Violent Crime in Buxton, which 
equates to 21 offences less with a cost benefit of £218,547. Glossop 
had a reduction of 25% which equates to 16 crimes less and a cost 
benefit of £166,512.
