On receipt of a signed loan agreement, we will endeavour to make payment into the nominated company bank account within 2 working days.


	Loan Repayment 

	In order to meet DCC financial regulations, an invoice for repayment of the loan will be issued approximately 21 days following the release of the loan into the applicant’s bank account, with full repayment being required within 30 days of the Loan Agreement being completed.  If the loan cannot be repaid in full within 30 days then you must contact the Accounts Receivable Team and agree a repayment plan, which in any event should not exceed 3 months from the date of the Loan Agreement being completed.
